Subject: The torture of American Scott Loper and violation of the Vienna Convention

Mr. Loper, a former New Jersey police officer, stumbled upon a drug ring involving Durham, Ontario police officers who discovered him as he was about to expose their operations. This led to a series of events leading to his arrest and incarceration in an Ontario prison where he underwent extreme torture by those who wanted him to keep quiet.

In a letter to House Majority Leader Steny Hoyer, the U.S. State Department stated “Canadian authorities did not notify the U.S. Consulate General or the U.S. Embassy in Ottawa of Mr. Loper's incarceration and, as a result, we were not able to provide him with any consular services.”

The Canadian government claims Mr. Loper waived his rights under the Vienna Convention. After stalling on proving that claim, they finally produced a document, dated three years after his incarceration, which not only is unsigned by Mr. Loper, but hardly complies with the phrase “without delay” stated in Article 36 of the Vienna Convention.

As a direct representative of American citizens, I am counting on you to react by protecting our rights as human beings and American citizens.

Please do not let these intolerable acts go unabated. Mr. Loper and every one of us deserve justice on the part of  both the Canadian and American governments.
